
    LCREC Votes to Endorse in New Year 
 
      The Lee County Republican Executive Committee 
(LCREC) voted to support the county constitutional offi-
cers, the state legislative delegation and Congressman 
Connie Mack in their re-election campaigns with en-
dorsements and donations (where allowed). Except for 
one vote, it was a unanimous decision. The constitu-
tional officers are comprised of Charlie Green, Clerk of 
Court; Ken Wilkinson, County Property Appraiser; 
Sharon Harrington, Supervisor of Elections; Cathy Cur-
tis, Tax Collector and Mike Scott, Sheriff. 
 
     “All of these officers, along with our legislative dele-
gation, Trudi Williams, Nick Thompson, Paige Kreegel 
and Gary Aubuchon and our Congressman Connie 
Mack have served well and are deserving of our sup-
port,” said Party Chairman Gary Lee. 
 
     Endorsements, especially at 
this early date, are a first for the 
Party and are a testament to the 
unity and fund raising ability Gary 
Lee’s leadership has brought to 
the REC. Their meeting at Edison 
College closed out another successful year. Member-
ship is up. So is the visibility of the study groups – the 
Golden Goose and Water Committees, whose reports 
attracted even the governor’s office. Also, several mem-
bers were appointed to state boards or county commit-
tees, and three members won slots on the News-Press’ 
conservative panel. These factors, along with a new 
state-of-the-art website and plans to regionalize and 
coordinate strategies at both the precinct and county 
level have extended their reach, as have their speakers 
in college classrooms, clubs and civic groups.

Lt. Gov. Kottkamp Pays Christmas Visit 
to LCREC  Meeting 
 
   Jeff Kottkamp did not come 
down the chimney nor did he bring 
gifts to the LCREC December 
meeting, but he did bring tidings of 
great importance. Referring to the 
economy, he said that more high 
tech jobs are on their way to Flor-
ida and they will re-invigorate the 
economy.  
 
   “The space shuttle will be retired,” he said, “and 
the Constellation Program will be the next en-
deavor and it will take place in our state. Today, 
everything is satellites.”

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 Lee County’s Most Wanted 
 
   Unlike the “America’s Most Wanted” TV show, Lee 
County’s list is not composed of criminals – well, per-
haps one or two. They are merely persons who have 
not voted in the past 2 years, at least according to data 
on file at the Supervisor of Elections Office. In that 
case, such persons are marked “inactive” and their 
names purged from the rolls. 
 
   The most recent purge list contained 81,000 names, 
all of whom were notified they had 30 days to respond 
and to update or correct their file. Only 2000 did so. 
Currently, there are 42,329 “inactive” Republicans.  
  
    The question is where are all 
those Republicans and why have-
n’t they voted? REC members 
Raymond Rodriques and Matt 
Caldwell have been assigned the 
case. 
 
     You too can help so be on the 
lookout for any suspicious Repub-
licans. Chances are they will be cute – more so than 
Dems. They will also likely be people who have moved 
but failed to change their address in the Elections Of-
fice. Also, watch out for apathetic people, couch pota-
toes or chronic critics. You might ask those folks what 
they  have done for their Party lately - or send them an 
Anne Coulter book. If that doesn’t work, forget it.  Re-
mind anyone waiting for the perfect candidate that 
Ronald Reagan is not running this year.  Finally, it is 
possible some persons have simply gone to heaven, in 
which case they should not be voting down here. After 
all, this is not Chicago or even Palm Beach County.
